2.   Shelley Taylor updated the Board on the HR Department; she announced the Health 

Fair scheduled for September 17, 2015 is throughout the County Office Building and 

that the same goes for the Group Health Insurance Seminar scheduled for Thursday, 

October 1
st
, 2015 and discussed the following:

It is a matter of getting everyone’s budgets in and may have to call a Special 

Excise Board Meeting on October 1, 2015.
